On March 3, 2009, the City Council approved the establishment of the Community Commemorative 

Area along with selection criteria for recognizing and commemorating future recipients.  Nominees who 

have unselfishly contributed to La Palma and who have made tangible contributions by creating and 

enhancing a strong sense of community which transcends time will be honored with an engraved 

paving stone in the area noting the individual’s name and pertinent information.
